A Historic Milestone in Education

In a spectacular display of talent, discipline, and innovation, Edify School, Kanakapura Main Road, managed by Vasavi
Vidyanikethan Trust (VVN Trust), has made history by becoming the first school in Karnataka to set 31 world records in
justseven days, establishing a global benchmark in school education.

What began as a small idea in a planning meeting soon evolved into a massive collaborative journey of determination,
creativity, and relentless effort. It was a true embodiment of Edify's motto “Think Beyond. Think Big.”

Every student, teacher, and parent stood united under one vision - that no stone would be left unturned, and every child
would have amoment to shine.

Edify believes in education that transcends textbooks - where learning is lived, shared, and celebrated. This philosophy
formed the very heart of our record-making journey.

A Dream Takes Flight— The Beginning

The historic journey toward creating world records at Edify School, Kanakapura Main Road began in June 2025 with
an introductory meeting with Dr. K. Pradeep Kumar, a renowned academician and world records strategy expert
with 114 world record titles from Coimbatore.

What started as a visionary discussion soon grew into a mission that united every stakeholder - students, teachers, parents,
and administrators - under one shared goal: to make Edify a name etched in the pages of worldrecords.

Soon after, Academic Administrators and Coordinators joined the process, and brainstorming sessions began to
identify potential record-setting areas. After thoughtful deliberation, we finalized three major domains:

® Book Review Relay ® Storybook Publication ® STEAM-Based Projects
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The record titles were formally proposed as:
1. Most Participants in a Book Review Relay in 12 Hours
2. Most Authors Contributing Maximum Fictional Short Stories to a Single Book
3. The Most STEAM-Based Projects Simultaneously Exhibited and Presented by a Team

Along with these, 28 individual students were also registered to attempt unique world records — each representing

excellence in a different discipline.

Laying the Foundation — Planning and Preparation

The months that followed were filled with intense planning. Detailed circulars were issued, and two rounds of
parent meetings were held to ensure transparency and clarity.

Challenges surfaced — fee collections, scheduling, and time management — but they were swiftly resolved through
collaborative efforts involving parents, teachers, and administrators.

By the first week of August, the mission had gained structure. A Zero Period timetable was introduced,
maintaining academic balance while accommodating rehearsals and record preparations. Duties were clearly

distributed among staff, and expectations were clearly defined.

we were ready.”
The Pulse of Preparation — Books, Stories, and STEAM

August was an electrifying month. Our librarian became the most sought-after person, meticulously categorizing over
1,000 books class-wise. Students began preparing book reviews with immense zeal.

Teachers evaluated drafts, Academic Administrators verified them, and finally, I personally reviewed and forwarded
the copies to the world record organizations. Within just three days, we received the official confirmation — our

reviews were approved!

Soon after, on-stage rehearsals began. Students from Grades 1 to 12 performed their reviews with clarity,
confidence, and charisma. The auditorium echoed with their voices — each word a symbol of Edify's excellence.

Parallelly, story writing and STEAM project planning were underway. Each individual participant was assigned a
dedicated mentor for training and updates. Budget discussions followed, and with the team's innovation, we replaced
thermocol with eco-friendly cardboard, ensuring both cost-efficiency and sustainability.

The First Milestones — Making Headlines

24th August 2025 marked a proud moment as we officially announced our world record journey at the Bangalore
Press Club. The event garnered significant media attention and created ripples of excitement.

Soon after, the first individual record attempt took place on 29th August 2025, when Shlok Mathur (Grade VII)
achieved “The Largest Origami Houses Mosaic by an Individual (Minor-Male)”.
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The mosaic — a stunning outline of Dr. A.P.J. Abdul Kalam's face made with 10,000 origami houses — was a
breathtaking tribute to creativity and perseverance.

Record After Record — Days of Glory

The next day, 30th August 2025, witnessed the grand event —
“Most Participants in a Book Review Relay in 12 Hours.”

The program began with the ceremonial lighting of the lamp, a soulful invocation song, and inspiring addresses
from the adjudicators, dignitaries, and myself.
At exactly 6:00 a.m., 365 students began their reviews, each presenting with poise and purpose. The relay concluded

at 6:15 p.m., marking a triumphant success — 365 reviews approved and a world record achieved!

The momentum continued on 31st August 2025 with the record attempt for
“Most Authors Contributing Maximum Fictional Short Stories to a Single Book.”
Over 322 student authors contributed a total of 641 stories, showcasing their creativity and imagination.

The same day, Sai Sannidhi (Grade IV) created history as the “Youngest to Publish a Fiction Book Containing the
Most Short Stories.” Her dedication and confidence inspired everyone present.

Distinguished guests including Mr. Lakhan Lal Meena (CBSE Regional Officer), Mr. Garv Agarwal, Director,
MDN Educations and Trustees from VVN Trust graced the occasion. The event unfolded flawlessly — from
documentation and evaluation to adjudicator briefings and student demonstrations.

The hall vibrated with pride as each student performed confidently, achieving success after success.
